Emergency Instructional Time Template Section 520.1 - 2021-22 School Year


As communicated to chief school administrators on July 6, 2020, Section 520.1 of the School Code provides flexibility to meet minimum instructional time requirements in the event of an emergency that prevents a school entity from providing for the attendance of all pupils or usual hours of classes at the school entity. As occurred for the 2020-21 school year, the Pennsylvania Department of Education (PDE) considers the World Health Organization-declared Coronavirus disease (COVID-19) a global pandemic and an emergency as contemplated by Section 520.1 for the 2021-22 school year. Nothing in Section 520.1 of the School Code should be construed to extend beyond the 2021-22 school year.

A local education agency (LEA) that elects to implement temporary provisions in response to the COVID-19 global pandemic may meet the minimum 180 days of instruction and 900 hours of instruction at the elementary level and 990 hours of instruction at the secondary level through a combination of face-to-face and remote instruction, consistent with the requirements outlined in PDE’s July 6, 2020, guidance. Such LEAs must provide PDE with the following information specific to the 2021-22 school year:

2. When using remote learning (i.e., learning outside of the school building), describe how the LEA will ensure access for all students.
The Albert Gallatin Area School District has implemented a one-to-one initiative to provide equitable access to technology and learning opportunities to all students. Students will have instructional lessons and materials readily available using our Learning Management System (LMS), Canvas, whether they are present in the classroom or participating in remote learning. A Chromebook will be issued to each student at the start of each school year that does not already have one issued to them. 

Two learning platforms will be utilized as part of the one-to-one initiative: 
1. Canvas for all students in grades K-12 enrolled in the Albert Gallatin Area School District attending in-person.
a. Canvas will serve as the main location for all instructional materials whether students are attending in-person or a remote instructional day is utilized.

b. Canvas will serve as the lesson plan for the week. Teachers will have all procedures, materials, and resources posted in Canvas.

c. Canvas will serve as the main mode of assignment distribution by teachers and assignment submission by students.

d. Canvas syncs with our Student Information System (SIS), Sapphire, to provide all stakeholders with grades updated nightly.

e. Canvas integrates with the majority of our additional educational technology platforms being utilized by all stakeholders for ease of use for all stakeholders.
f. Synchronous learning will be utilized on remote learning days via Google Meet or the Go Guardian lecture feature, which both integrate with Canvas.
2. Colonial Online Learning Academy (COLA) through Seneca Valley for all students enrolled in the Albert Gallatin Area School District cyber program.

a. Albert Gallatin Area School District teachers will serve as the teacher of record for all asynchronous learning through the Seneca Valley cyber program.

b. Grades K-4 utilize Compass as their learning management system through Seneca Valley.
c. Grades 5-12 utilize Edgenuity as their learning management system through Seneca Valley.
To further support the one-to-one initiative and provide equity to all students and continuity of education, internet hot spots will be provided by the district to families in need of reliable and secure internet access. These hot spots will be available to students that participate in the Colonial Online Learning Academy if choosing the cyber learning model or for remote instructional days as well as to utilize Canvas as part of their in-person classroom instruction for those students choosing our in-person learning model. 
As part of our one-to-one initiative, all students have a Google account through our GSuite for Education. This account serves as their main way of communication with the school district. It serves as their log-in for all educational technology platforms, including Canvas. Should students have periods without internet access, the district has enabled the Work Offline function in Google Drive. This allows students to complete assignments uploaded to their Google Drive throughout the school day without internet access and upload them for submission once they return to school or their internet is restored. Any assignment given to students through the “Canvas + Google Assignments” integration will automatically save to the students’ Google Drive for access anywhere, anytime, regardless of internet connection.
3.  The Chief School Administrator and Board President affirm the following:

The proposed school calendar and academic schedule(s) will provide all students the planned instruction needed to attain the relevant academic standards set forth in Chapter 4.

The proposed school calendar and academic schedule(s) allow sufficient instructional time necessary for content mastery and provide instructional blocks for each grade level and content area.

The proposed school calendar and academic schedule(s) provide at least 900 hours (elementary) and 990 hours (secondary) of in-person instruction and/or remote learning for all students. (Such time may include synchronous and/or asynchronous instruction.)

The proposed school calendar and academic schedule(s) define instructional time for students as time in the school day devoted to instruction and instructional activities under the direction of certified school employees. (Such time may include synchronous and/or asynchronous instructional activities.)

Clearly defined systems for tracking attendance and instructional time will be implemented to ensure student engagement in remote instruction.

The LEA acknowledges that it must provide Free and Appropriate Public Education (FAPE) during this pandemic-related emergency.
